This introductory course explores the relationship between the mind and language, introducing students to key
themes in psycholinguistics, including language acquisition, processing, comprehension, and multilingualism, as
well as relevant psycholinguistic theories and experimental methods. Important concepts will be illustrated with
relevant examples from the literature.

Apply theoretical knowledge to explain linguistic phenomena in mono- and multilingual contexts.
Develop critical thinking skills for reading and discussing scientific literature in psycholinguistics.
